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The Blended Learning Approach to Teaching a Calculus Class: What May Change and What Should Stay the Same

and informal learning, face-to-face and online experiences, directed paths and reliance on self-direction”. This quote could also
be a possible description of the learning habits of any successful student or scholar, regardless of field of interest.
