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Why David Gale'’s ‘Nim with Pass’ is difficult to solve

In 2009, David Gale asked for an analysis of Nim played with the option of a single pass by either of the players. Here we
find a solution if the heap size is restricted to be no more than four. The associated quotient monoid is infinite, which makes

further computation more challenging.
