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Mathematics in society — what is on the horizon?

Recently, the Journal of Mathematical Behavior published a Virtual Special Issue Mathematics in Society: Exploring the
mathematics that underpins social issues (Eds. Mamolo and Thanheiser). The aim of the VS| was to highlight educational
research into the variety of mathematical content, skills, reasoning, behaviours, and disciplinary values needed for, and used
in, society.
