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Mathematical Incidents and resulting research

Mathematics teaching, at any level, involves some unforeseen incidents, which may include unexpected student ideas, solutions
or questions. Occasionally, these serve as an inspiration for personal mathematical investigations, as well as for the development
of research projects and instructional engagements. I will exemplify several of these “incidents” and describe the resulting
research studies and teaching scenarios aimed at investigating and supporting students’ mathematical knowledge.
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
