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	f18: We propose to send Canadian students to two student conferences in the U.S. in the spring of 2001 in order to study the difference between the Canadian Undergraduate Mathematics Conference (CUMC), organised by students, and student conferences in the U.S. that are organised by faculty.  Through this exchange, we hope to:
 - get new ideas for the organisation of the CUMC and increase input to the CMS Student Committee
 - attract U.S. students to the CUMC and other Canadian meetings, and increase networking opportunities
 - establish more frequent student exchanges between Canada and U.S.
 - develop a CUMC organisation manual
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	f52: The CUMC has been held since 1994.  This conference is organised each year by students at various Canadian universities. These students may receive advice from faculty members of their respective universities but in general, their local faculty aren’t really involved in the organisation of the conference.  Both the Rose-Hulman and Hudson River student conferences have been held for several years but are organised by faculty members.
 
 We propose to send some students to the two student conferences in the U.S. to observe and meet with the organisers in order to learn as much as possible from them regarding the organisation of their conferences. We wish to determine how these conferences differ from our own and perhaps improve or find new ideas for the annual CUMC.  For example, how they advertise their conferences and recruit participants and speakers.  Another goal we want to achieve with this trip is to publicise our annual conference and encourage U.S. participation.  If we succeed in bringing American undergraduate students to the CUMC, it will increase its visibility, reach and relevance to Canadian and other students.  This exchange and experience will provide extremely useful information to assist in the production of a CUMC organisation manual, which will be developed over the coming year.  We also hope that the information gathered will give the Student Committee a number of ideas for new initiatives.
 
 Two Canadian students would be sent to the Rose-Hulman Undergraduate Mathematics Conference in Indiana from March 16 to 17, 2001 and four students to the Hudson River Undergraduate Mathematics Conference in New York on April 28, 2001.  The two students sent to the Rose-Hulman conference would be students who were actively involved in previous CUMCs.  Four students from the organising committee of the 2001 and future CUMCs would attend the Hudson River conference.
 
 We believe this project furthers the goal of the CMS and the Student Committee through the CUMC, ultimately allowing both organisations to educate students with regards to researching, presenting and publishing results in the fields of mathematics that interest them and to promote communication and networking between mathematics students.

	f106: The conference costs include registration fees, travel, accommodations and meals.  The cost for the Hudson River conference is similar to that for the other conference even though only two students will attend that conference.   The reason is that some of the students will be driving to the conference in Saratoga Springs, New York (cost $360), and since it is only a one-day conference, which reduces costs significantly.  The two students attending the Rose-Hudson conference will be flying to Indianapolis and subsequently to the conference in Terre Haute (cost $1,400).  The CUMC will provide additional funding if expenses are higher than those projected.
 
 Daniel Piché has been involved with the CUMC since its founding in 1994, and has organised two of these conferences.  He is also the Executive Director of the CUMC.  Benoit Charbonneau has been actively involved with the CUMC for many years.
