The CMS's Winter Training Camp will be held at York University in January
2004, 2005, and 2006. Around 15 students, including prospects for the IMO
team attend, and participate in both training and enrichment activities.

The camp has in the past been a highly successful part of the IMO training
program, and a valuable addition to the CMS's correspondence training
program. York hosted the Winter Training Camp for the past three years,
with the aid of a CMS Endowment Grant.

The camp does not receive regular funding from the CMS, at least as far as
local expenses go. And unlike the Esso Math Camps, the winter camp does not
receive grants from the CMS or other organizations. Moreover, participants
pay no fees. Before settling down at York in 2001, previous camps cobbled
together funding from the local university on an ad hoc basis. But it is

much more difficult to secure university funding for an ongoing activity,

such as holding the camp repeatedly. At the same time, holding the camp

at one location over a period of time makes the camp run more smoothly and
efficiently, as the local organizers are able to draw on previous experience.
The purpose of the application is to provide stable funding for the camp

over a three year period.

The total funding requested is $4,000 per year, or $12,000 total over three
years.

The proposal fits two of the four CMS statements of purpose, since the
camp is both an educational opportunity, and an extra-curricular opportunity
for students, which enhances the profile of mathematics in Canada.

The principal expense is the room and board of 20 people for 5 days and
nights -- 15 students and 5 trainers.
