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Although John Adams made no significant contributions to the field of mathematics, his life provides an opportunity to
investigate the study of mathematics at the time of the American Revolution. This talk will examine Adams’ education,
explore some of the mathematical works in his personal library, and present several recreational mathematics problems found
in his journals.
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
