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In this talk, I share insights from an ongoing research study on the narratives and stories we share about mathematics and
how they influence the mathematical work and understanding of teachers, students, and the lay public. The talk will include
emerging findings from K-16+ students and teachers about the impact of viewing short videos of mathematicians describing
formative, educational, and professional experiences with mathematics.
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
