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The combinatorics of minimal prime ideals in Noetherian rings

We analyze the reverse mathematical strength of the theorem from Commutative Algebra that says a Neotherian ring has
finitely many minimal prime ideals. In particular we will show that this statement follows from the Chain-Antichain Principle
but does not follow from weak König’s Lemma.
