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Orthogonal Colourings of Graphs

Two colourings of a graph are orthogonal if they have the property that when two vertices have the same colour in one of
the colourings, then those vertices must have different colours in the other colours. In this talk, open orthogonal colouring
conjectures are answered. Then, orthogonal colourings of tensor and Cartesian product graphs are discussed.
